I have had cold-like symptoms or a fever of 37.5 ° C or more, for 4 days or more and/or extreme fatigue or breathlessness. 

OR 

I have had the symptoms of a cold or fever of 37.5 ° C or more and/or extreme fatigue or breathlessness for about 2 days and I am: 

- Elderly (defined by WHO as persons 65 and over); 

- Diabetic;  

- Have a history of heart failure; 

- Have respiratory disease (COPD, etc.); 

- Am on dialysis; 

- Am receiving immunosuppressant treatment;  

- Am on chemotherapy.  

 

Note: Call the Center below as soon as possible if you may be pregnant.
